If it is not picked up without advance notice, we will redistribute your produce and you will forfeit the box for that week.
· The box will be filled with a variety of fruits and vegetables according to availability.
· CSA Members enjoy the bounty but also the risk of the farming season.  All produce is subject to availability and may vary according to climate factors and not guaranteed.  The items in each weekly box will be the freshest and best quality available and picked and packed carefully.
· Mayfield Farm and Nursery reserves the right to obtain produce from other local farmers if we experience unpredictable loss due to unforeseen weather conditions.
